' the Church of Rome, having been separately martyred there during the reign
of Emperor Nero. According to Pope Benedict XVI, “Christian tradition has
always considered Sts. Peter and Saint Paul to be inseparable: indeed,
together, they represent the whole Gospel of Christ.” -EWTN

Why did our forbears choose Peter and Paul to flank the Sacred Heart of
Jesus in our high altar? Did they, too, see these two apostles as representa-
tives of the Gospel? Of course! We know Peter was a fisherman and Paul
was a tentmaker...both modest professions, involving hard work and long
hours. After encountering Jesus, they cast those professions aside to follow
Him. More than that, they wanted to imitate the One they followed. Like
us though, they sometimes did a lousy job of'it! Yet, their love for Him was
more than their failings. Peter imitated the Lord in his own crucifixion. Paul

suffered greatly and nearly died several times for the Gospel. In their own

suffering and deaths, they became more alive. As Paul said, “It is no longer I
